NARRATIVE 

 
The other sections of this report contain the vast majority of statutorily required 
information regarding the four HUD entitlement grants that the Town of Islip receives 
from HUD.  These sections included the amount of funding that was available, the 
description and geographic location of the activities that were funded, statistics 
regarding the beneficiaries of the direct benefit activities, and details of the HOME 
Program matching funds.   
 
This section consists of several additional components.  The first is a list of each of the 
priority needs that were identified in the Consolidated Plan, and a description of the 
actions that were taken toward addressing those needs.  The second is an assessment of 
the Town=s success in meeting its affordable housing needs as well as other objectives.  
Thereafter there are narratives which address the HOME program, fair housing 
(including Section Three), homeless and special needs, and citizen participation.  These 
narratives provide any additional statutorily required information. 
 
At the conclusion this narrative is a brief section dealing with the economic stimulus 
programs that were been funded under the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 
(HERA), the American Reinvestment and Recovery act of 2009 (ARRA), and the Dodd-
Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act of 2010.   
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Assessment of the Relationship of the Use of All Funds to 
the Priority Needs in the Consolidated Plan 

 
 
The following section indicates the accomplishments in the Town of Islip within the 
Program Year from July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2015 using the four HUD Entitlement 
Grant sources as well as other federal, state and private resources.  These 
accomplishments are grouped according to the “Priority Needs” set forth in the Town’s 
Consolidated Plan. 
 
 
1) Expand Housing Opportunities for Very Low and Other Low Income Renters – 

AND – Expand Owner-Occupied Housing Opportunities for Low Income First-
Time Homebuyers: 

 
a) Scattered Site Affordable Housing with Long Island Housing Partnership –   On 

December 8, 2008, the CDA deeded nine vacant lots to the LIHP for development 
of approximately 11 units of affordable housing (depending upon Planning and 
ZBA approvals).  The partnership recently changed proposed developers and is 
currently working on site plan and variance issues.  They intend to begin 
construction before the end of 2015. 

 
b) The CDA selected the Long Island Housing Partnership (LIHP) to develop forty 

units of mixed income housing on a downtown site in Bay Shore that was 
formerly slated for the construction of an aquarium (now called Cortland 
Square).  It took many years for a private developer to be selected, 
environmental studies to be prepared, construction and site plans to be 
completed, and a change of zone to been granted.  There was also a delay in 
implementation of this program due to the housing market collapse and 
difficulties in obtaining construction financing.  These issues were all resolved at 
the end of 2010 and construction began during the spring of 2011. As of June 30, 
2015 all the units have been sold. 

 
Land for the project had been owned by the CDA, and contributed $638,000 in 
HOME funds towards homebuyer subsidies over multiple program years. The 
value of the land was eventually transferred to the owners of the units and a soft 
second mortgage was filed against each unit sold. The LIHP further obtained and 
utilized federal, state and private funds of about $6,000,000 for the construction. 
Twenty-seven of the units have been made affordable to families earning less 
than 80% of the Nassau-Suffolk Median Income, and the other thirteen units are 
being made affordable to families earning no more than 120% of median 
(workforce housing). One (1) unit closed during the program year and a $25,000 
CDBG deferred mortgage was executed on behalf of the CDA, representing the 
value of the land used for the project.  Since no CDBG money has been expended 
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on this activity in many years, these purchasers are listed in this narrative, but 
not in the PR03.   
 
The one unit that closed within the program year was sold to a White, female-
headed, Non-Hispanic individual.   

  
c) HOME and CDBG funds have been combined to implement both a “Rent with 

Option to Buy” and “Direct Sale” Program.  Under RWOB, first time homebuyers 
pay rent to the CDA for a rental period of  twelve (12) months.  A portion of each 
month’s rent is set aside for down payment and closing costs.  At the end of the 
rental period, the homes are deeded to the purchasers.  CDA holds both a 
primary mortgage and one or more secondary “soft” mortgages.    

 
In an effort to implement the Agency’s policy to purchase homes, when possible, 
outside of our traditional target areas (so as to be able to offer affordable 
housing in many areas of the Town).  

 
In preparation for the lottery that was held on June 15, 2015, advertisements 
were placed in Able News and Noticia.  We attended several community 
organizational groups along with the Home Buying and Community Expo.  We 
also notified local service agencies, including several involved with veterans, and 
posted the entire application package on our website.  More than 1,000 
applications were sent to persons who contacted the CDA directly.  There were 
also about 1,130 views of the brochures on our website.  A total of 58 
applications were received, 19 of which appeared to meet all of the program 
requirements.  Preparations have already begun for the next lottery, tentatively 
planned for Spring 2016. 
 
Three families who had been selected to participate in the Rent With Option to 
Buy Program (both with HOME) from previous lotteries completed their contract 
obligations during the program year and were able to purchase their respective 
homes.  Their demographic information was reported at the time of initial 
occupancy. 
 
During the program year six new RWOB contracts were entered into (two HOME 
and four CDBG funds) and there residences are occupied awaiting closing next 
year.  One family is White and Hispanic.  Five families are Black, one of which is 
Hispanic and three are female headed. 
 
As stated above, HOME and CDBG funds are also combined to acquire, renovate 
and sell homes to low income first-time homebuyers under the CDA “Direct Sale 
Affordable Housing Program.”  There were six closings under the Direct Sale 
program (three HOME and three CDBG) during the year.  All six are White, of 
which three are Hispanic and 2 are female-headed.  
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d) Affordable homes developed with NSP and NSP3 funds are also offered for direct 

sale or by rent with option to buy contracts.  During the program year, four 
RWOB contracts were entered and are anticipated to close next year.  Two 
Direct Sales contract was entered into and closed during the program year and 
one home was made available as a Section 8 rental property.   NSP and NSP3 
accomplishments are reported in DRGR (Disaster Recovery Grant Reporting 
System).   
 
During the 2010 program year, three properties were deeded to Habitat for 
Humanity of Suffolk, Inc.  All three of the properties were improved, and were 
acquired with NSP funds for renovation and sale to very low income 
homebuyers.  Two of the houses are in Brentwood, and one is in Central Islip.  All 
are now occupied and NSP accomplishments were reported in DRGR (Disaster 
Recovery Grant Reporting System).  
 

e) Habitat for Humanity is also currently working on two other properties which 
were transferred to them in previous program years.  Both homes were 
completed and occupied during the program year, but has not closed.  HOME 
NON-CHDO funds will be used to provide subsidy mortgages at the time of 
closing, and demographic information will be reported at that time.  

 
Under the NSP3 program one home was completed, occupied and closed, 
however, no HOME funds were used but the CDA and Habitat subsidized the 
purchase price of the home.  The purchaser is White, Non-Hispanic Family (NSP3 
accomplishments were reported in DRGR (Disaster Recovery Grant Reporting 
System).   
 

f) Several years ago, the Town of Islip joined with our counterparts in the Suffolk 
and Nassau County Community Development Consortiums to create an 
Employer Assisted Housing Program.  The CDA provides up to $12,000 each to 
low income, first time homebuyers for down payment assistance.   Participating 
employers provide partial matching grants of at least $3,000 for their own 
employees.  In furtherance of this program objectives, two new grants were 
awarded during the program year.  The demographics of the assisted families 
were two female headed household, one of which is a Black, Non-Hispanic 
individual.  The other is a White, Hispanic family.  A total of $12,000 in assistance 
was provided for each. 
 

g) The CDA has agreed to deed two dilapidated homes in Central Islip to the Central 
Islip Civic Council for demolition and the construction of two new affordable 
homes for first time homebuyers.  These properties were obtained from Suffolk 
County’s tax foreclosure program.  The locations are 34 Cypress Street and 29 
Church Street, and it is anticipated that construction on the first home should 
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begin by the fall of 2015. 
 
 

h) The CDA assists the Long Island United Way in implementing a Youth-Build 
program which is partially funded by the U.S. Department of Labor.  United Way 
formed a partnership with several other non-profit agencies as well as private 
companies to recruit and provide services to young adults who have not 
graduated high school and/or are lacking marketable job skills.  The participants 
are given classroom training leading to the completion of a GED exam, and are 
also given construction training both in a special workshop and on actual 
construction jobs.  The CDA provided a vacant home to United Way, which was 
demolished, and a new highly energy efficient home was constructed.  It was 
occupied in the 2010 program year by a family under our Rent With Option to 
Buy Program and was subsequently deeded during reporting year.  The CDA 
provided $200,000 in construction funds. 
 
To continue with the success of this program, the CDA identified four additional 
Agency owned properties on which subsequent classes of Youth-Build students 
are constructing affordable homes of which two are Zero Energy Ready. Two 
homes were completed and occupied by September 30, 2014 (47 Patton Street 
and 209 Clark Street in Brentwood), and construction on the other two (10 and 
14 Peters Boulevard in Central Islip) are anticipated to be completed by 
September 30, 2015. $350,000 in HOME funds were allocated toward the first 
two homes, and an additional $380,000 for the second two.   
 
In addition, the CDA had entered into a HOME NON-CHDO agreement with 
United Way of Long Island providing a maximum of $200,000 for the 
construction of an affordable energy efficient home with Youth-Build Long 
Island. (27 Booth Street, Central Islip) 
 
Funding for the Youth-Build program is considered to meet Section Three 
Employment goals which is elaborated in a later section of this report. 
 

2) Improve Housing for Very Low and Other Low Income Homeowners: 
 

a) CDBG funded housing rehabilitation programs have been in continual operation 
in the Town of Islip since 1975. Approximately $538,500 in CDBG funds were 
used to renovate houses occupied by very low and other low income 
homeowners in the past year.  Twelve jobs were completed during the program 
year, including  three handicap ramp and six jobs are currently underway as of 
June 30, 2015.  Production under this program is in line with projections and the 
available funding.   
 

b) Department of Energy Weatherization Program - Community Development Corp. 
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of Long Island (CDC) is a program administrator for DOE Weatherization Funds in 
Suffolk County.  CDC has assisted 15 homeowners in the Town of Islip this year 
and all are very low income households. CDC also renovated ten homes in the 
Town this year through its “Long Island Home Improvement Program.” 
 
 

3) Facilitate the Location of Housing for the Homeless and Households with 
Specialized Needs:    

 
a) HOPWA Funds:  Through the efforts of the Town of Islip CDA and our non-profit 

sub-recipient sponsor, United Way of Long Island, the following permanent 
housing units for persons with HIV/AIDS have been underway in the reporting 
period:

Note:    All of these projects will be New York State Energy Star Certified. 
 
Since the Town of Islip was designated as the recipient of all program funds for 
the Nassau Suffolk MSA in 1993, a total of 65 projects (92 units) have been 
undertaken.  59 of the projects are complete (76 units), and 6 remain underway 
(6 units).  Many of the projects, however, have now exceeded their mandatory 
10 year commitment to the program. A total of 10 projects (22 units), out of 23 
projects (33 units), servicing approximately 62 people, are still operating as 
housing for HIV/AIDS after the 10 year period.  These units are no longer subject 
to reporting requirements, but because they continue to provide HIV/AIDS 
housing we call them legacy projects. For this reporting period, the HOPWA 
program has funded projects that are outside of the 10-year commitment and 
re-enroll these projects for another 10 year commitment based on additional 
funding. The six (6) projects previously reported as Preservation Projects (10 
units serving 12 people) are now complete. This accounts for 35 completed 
projects being reported within the program.  

 
 
 
b)  Islip did not receive ESG funding in 2013, but has been re-qualified as an ESG 
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entitlement jurisdiction for 2014 and 2015. During the program year, the CDA 
has contracted with three experienced local nonprofits agencies to provide 
homelessness prevention and rapid rehousing services.  The total allocation to 
the CDA was $121,404 of which $81,404 was awarded to the Family Service 
League, $25,000 to Family and Children’s Association and $ 15,000 to Long Island 
Against Domestic Violence. 

 
c) During the 2014 program year, the CDA assisted Suburban Housing using CDBG 

funds in the amount of $22,000 to provide essential services to formerly 
homeless families residing in homes owned and operated by sponsor (Suburban 
Housing).  
 

4) Expand Employment Opportunities for Low and Moderate Income Persons: 
 

a) CDBG funds from program years in the late 1990’s were used to pay the 
matching share of a grant that the CDA received from the U.S. Economic 
Development Administration.  Under this program, a dilapidated building and 
vacant lot were purchased and demolished in downtown Bay Shore.  
Construction of the 10,000 square foot incubator was begun in the fall of 1999 
and was completed in 2000.  The building opening was in November 2000, and 
no further government subsidy has been provided since the EDA grant was 
closed out shortly thereafter.  During the 2010 program year, the non-profit 
which had been managing the building departed for another facility, and the 
CDA has been directly managing the building ever since.  
 
An employee of the CDA, Robert M. Kuri, serves on a committee of the Suffolk       
County Legislature which makes recommendations regarding the distribution of 
county funds earmarked for the revitalization of traditional downtowns. The 
committee is called the Downtown Revitalization Citizen=s Advisory Panel. There 
was a new grant cycle for this program in the 2014 program year. There was only 
one grant submitted which was for the Village of Brightwaters, located within 
the Township of Islip.   

  
b) The CDA has been funding several public service programs each year which 

address workforce development and employment readiness issues and are as 
follows: 

 
i) Adelante of Suffolk County – Adults and teens are prepared for medical 

office billing and other better paying office jobs through computer classes 
and development of job seeking skills.  

 
ii) Youth Enrichment Services – The Work Readiness Imitative Project provides 

extensive training in the development of career and life exploration skills, for 
the highest risk and hardest to reach youths.  
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c) As detailed in item 1) h) above, the 2008 program year marked the first year of 

the Youth-Build program by United Way of Long Island.  All students graduating 
from the program are assisted in joining the work force or pursuing higher 
education through the cooperative efforts of local unions and United Way’s 
corporate and non-profit partners.  There were 40 students in the program that 
graduated in June 2015. 
 

 
5) Stabilize and Improve the Quality of Neighborhoods: 

 
a) Code Enforcement - The CDA has a long standing agreement with the Code 

Enforcement Division of the Town of Islip to focus their attentions on housing 
and fire code violations within the CDA=s target areas of Brentwood, Bay Shore 
and Central Islip.  They reported that 1,729 complaints were addressed in the 
Bay Shore, Brentwood and Central Islip target areas during the program year. 

 
b) Housing Rehabilitation - The CDA spent approximately $538,500 this program 

year in CDBG funds improving the quality of neighborhoods through its housing 
rehabilitation programs.  In addition to its town wide program, it also has target 
area programs within low-income and blighted areas in Bay Shore, Brentwood 
and Central Islip.  In all programs, houses are brought up-to code and in many 
cases rehabilitation includes exterior changes such as roofing, siding, windows 
and doors.  The net result is an overall improvement to the appearance of the 
neighborhood.  Furthermore, investment on the blocks often leads to additional 
real property improvements by the neighbors.  Specific accomplishments under 
this program (12 units, including 3 ramps) are listed in the Project Summary 
portion of this report (PR03) and further narrative in 2) a) of this section. 

 
c) The CDA has been continuously operating Commercial Rehabilitation programs 

within the three low income target areas of Brentwood, Bay Shore and Central 
Islip for over twenty years.  CDBG funds are provided for signage, awnings and 
facade improvements.  A total of 7 jobs were completed during the program 
year.  In Bay Shore, commercial rehabilitation serves as an excellent complement 
to the affordable housing, Touro College and Business Incubator projects run by 
the CDA, the parking and park projects being implemented by the Planning 
Department, and the many private investments in facade renovation.   
 

d) CDBG/HOME/HOPWA: Under all three of these grants, the Agency has 
acquisition and rehabilitation programs for either special needs housing or 
affordable rental or home ownership.  It is the CDA’s policy, when possible, to 
purchase homes that are boarded up, vandalized and generally in the worst 
condition in the neighborhood.  In this way, not only is the primary goal of 
creating housing met, but the neighborhood is improved and the downward

spiral caused by abandoned and blighted homes is halted.  
 

e) In the 2010 program year, the CDA initiated a new public service program with 
the Central Islip Civic Council in order to address some of the issues in the Lowell 
Avenue neighborhood.  It is called the Lowell Avenue Neighborhood Stabilization 
Program, and entails coordinated community clean-up days, resident education 
regarding efforts to remove and reduce blight, regular inventories of vacant 
homes, and targeted clean-ups of highly visible public areas. Due to the overall 
decrease in CDBG funding and duplicative services, this program will no longer 
be funded in future years. 
 

f) The CDA’s Affordable Housing Program Director, Robert M. Kuri, is the Co-Chair 
and Treasurer of the Long Island Housing Crisis Task Force. Its primary mission is 
to provide solutions to Town government to stabilize the local economy as well 
neighborhoods through the development of affordable housing and the 
preservation of homeownership.   

 
6) Provide Equal Access to Public Facilities and Private Homes through the 

Removal of Architectural Barriers: 
 
a) Making the homes of disabled homeowners in Islip fully accessible has always 

been eligible under the CDA Housing Rehabilitation Programs, and a ramp only 
program was established in 2005.  Three ramps were completed in the program 
year. 
 

b) All newly constructed affordable housing is now incorporating universal design 
concepts, including wider halls and doorways to accommodate physically 
disabled individually.

7) Break the Cycle of Poverty by Addressing the Needs of Disadvantaged Children 
and Other Special Needs Populations: 

 
a) Public Service Grants serving 3,633 youths and 811 adults were awarded with 

CDBG funds to the following organizations: 
 

•  Youth Enrichment Services 
•  Great South Bay YMCA 
•  Adelante of Suffolk County 
•  Family Services League 
•  Mercy Haven 
•  Long Island Gay & Lesbian Youths 
• EOC of Suffolk 
• Long Island Housing Services 
• CI Civic Council – Tenant Services 
• Suburban Housing Development and Research, Inc. 

 
These programs included after school enrichment programs, tutoring, 
mentoring, child care, dropout prevention, crisis intervention and career 
guidance.  (Please see the Direct Benefit Tables within the PR03 Report for 
statistics on each of these programs). 

 
b) CDBG/HOME/ESG - The CDA has assisted Suburban Housing Development and 

Research in the purchase of 29 homes over the past twenty-two years that are 
used for housing homeless families.  The children in these families benefit from 
extensive family counseling and tutoring programs provided by Suburban for 
their residents.  In the 2011 program year and again in 2013, the CDA selected an 
additional non-profit agency, Options for Community Living, to partner with 
regard to homeless housing. We already have a long history with Options in the 
HOPWA program.  CDBG funds were used to assist Suburban Housing for 
providing essential services to formerly homeless families. (Please see 3c for 
additional information) 
 

c) HOPWA - Under this program, families who have become homeless and at least 
one members is infected with the HIV/AIDS virus are being housed by various 
not-for-profit providers who also offer extensive case management services.  
Our not-for-profit partners include Options for Community Living, United 
Veterans Beacon House, Haven House Bridges, and Community Housing 
Innovations.  Most of which had projects underway during the program year. 
(See HOPWA CAPER for specific accomplishments)  
 

d) The CDA and its non-profit partner, Islip’s Housing Development Fund Company, 
Inc., own 36 rental units in the College Woods neighborhood in Central Islip.  The 
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very low income families in these units are assisted by the CDA, which offers 
evaluation, referrals and multiple in-house services to make the families more 
self-sufficient.  

 
e) The CDA provided capital improvement grants in the amount of $39,316 to a 

non-profit organization that provided services to special needs populations for 
interior/exterior renovations for shelter for homeless families which has serviced 
thirteen (13) extremely low income individuals/families during the program year.   
 
 

Assessment of the Town of Islip=s Success in Meeting 
Affordable Housing and Other Objectives 
 
 
In general, the Town of Islip continues to make significant strides in addressing each of 
the needs identified in the Consolidated Plan.  In fact, every single project and every 
single penny of grant funds expended during this and previous grant years has been 
designed to address these needs. 
 
Aside from grants made directly to the Town of Islip or the CDA, the Town has also 
provided “Certifications of Consistency” to many non-profit organizations seeking 
funding under the annual HUD Super NOFA.  In addition, it has assisted non-profits in 
applying for funds under the New York State HOME, Housing Trust Fund and Affordable 
Housing Corporation programs, the Federal Home Loan Bank of New York Affordable 
Mortgage Program, Youth-Build and others. 
 
In short, activities have been implemented with an eye toward identified needs, and no 
stone has gone unturned in the quest for program resources. 
 
This is especially true in the case of affordable housing: 
 
The CDA has a four-pronged strategy in its actions to create affordable housing 
opportunities.  First, it acquires and rehabilitates or reconstructs vacant, boarded up 
homes which require repairs too extensive to make the home readily marketable to a 
low-moderate income homebuyer.  By holding a first mortgage at a low interest rate, 
plus one or more “soft” second mortgages on a home that has already been totally 
renovated, it can make housing affordable to families with incomes over $47,500.  At 
the same time, a blighted and de-stabilizing influence in the neighborhood is eliminated. 
 
Second, for prospective homebuyers who cannot save sufficient funds for a down 
payment on their own, the CDA’s Rent With Option to Buy Program provides them an 
opportunity to save funds through mandatory escrow payments included in their rent. 
Through this program, many families who might never have had the opportunity to 
purchase a home are becoming homeowners. 
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Unfortunately, it is expensive for the CDA to acquire additional homes for inclusion in 
the Rent with Option to Buy and Direct Sale Programs.  Until a slowdown which began in 
the Fall of 2006, the local real estate market had continued to spiral upward in spite of a 
stagnant economy, and prices on homes requiring substantial rehabilitation jumped 
upward along with the overall residential market.  Such houses have now dropped 
significantly in price, from a high of about $250,000 to about $150,000 now.  The gut 
rehabilitations and reconstructions supervised by the CDA routinely cost in the range of 
$175,000, making it extremely difficult to make the homes affordable.  Foreclosed 
homes and short sales are excellent sources from which the CDA can acquire houses, 
but there are often title and environmental issues which need to be addressed with the 
banks. High acquisition prices, coupled with high rehabilitation costs and ever increasing 
property taxes necessitate large subsidies in order to achieve affordability to our target 
population of low and moderate income first-time homebuyers.  Finally, many of our 
current clients are frightened by the continuing decline in house values and are 
reluctant to purchase a home under our program even with subsidies, because they fear 
that the house will be worth less than what they paid in a few months’ time. 
 
Third, families with insufficient down-payment funds can be assisted through the 
Employer Assisted Housing Program run jointly by the Suffolk County Community 
Development Consortium and the Towns of Islip, Babylon and Huntington.  Through this 
program, homebuyers meeting HUD’s low income guidelines and employed by 
participating companies, can receive up to $12,000 in HOME funds and $3,000 or more 
in employer funds toward the down-payment on their new home.  Two Islip families 
were assisted in the program year. The subsidy amount for this program was increased 
from $9,000 to $12,000 in 2005, due to the fact that $12,000 in government and private 
(employer) subsidies was not sufficient to make homes on Long Island affordable to 
families meeting HUD’s income guidelines.  Fortunately, Suffolk County has been able to 
secure funds from the New York State Affordable Housing Corporation that can 
subsidize the Down-payment by an additional $5,000, and can also provide up to 
$20,000 for necessary repairs for the new homebuyers. 
 
The fourth prong in the provision of affordable housing is the work by not-for-profit 
housing organizations.  Each has a different technique, but uses the funds wisely in the 
production of housing.  The actions and achievements of Habitat for Humanity, Long 
Island Housing Partnership, Mercy Haven, Community Development Corporation of 
Long Island, Options for Community Living, United Way and others have already been 
documented elsewhere in this report.   
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OTHER NARRATIVES 
 
A. Fair Housing 
 

The Town’s original “Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing” was prepared in 
1996 and has been updated twice since then, once in 2010 and again in 2015. 
The 2015 A.I. update was prepared with the assistance of a consulting firm (VHB 
Engineering, Surveying and Landscape Architecture, P.C.) and submitted to HUD 
as part a separate document. The Town’s 2015-2019 Consolidated Plan was 
submitted through HUD’s E-Con Planning Suite as required. 
 
The following ten pages are the Executive Summary from the AI:

The Town of Islip 2015 Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing Choice is submitted to 
the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) as part of the 
Town’s 2015-2019 Consolidated Strategy and Plan. 

 
A.       Document Structure

The executive summary briefly describes the study approach and process, 
provides a description of background information, and summarizes the findings 
and recommended goals of the study. This executive summary should not 
substitute a careful reading of the entire Analysis of Impediments document. The 
full Analysis of Impediments provides an extensive discussion of the data, 
documentation, and findings that place data in proper perspective and context, 
which is nearly impossible to accomplish in an executive summary. 
 

B.       Study Approach and Process 
 
Fair Housing is the right of individuals to obtain the housing of their choice, free 
from discrimination related to group identity. Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of 
1968 along with the Fair Housing Amendments of 1988, (together known as the 
Fair Housing Act), the New York State Human Rights Law (NYS Executive Law 
Article 15, Section 296 et. seq.), and the Suffolk County Human Rights Law 
(amended in 2007 and 2014) establish protected classes under those laws. The 
list of protected group identity categories (the “protected classes”) includes: 
race, color, national origin, religion, sex, familial status, and disability. The State 
and County Fair Housing Laws also include creed, sexual orientation, age, marital 
status, military status (New York State only), ethnicity and source of income 
(Suffolk County only). As stated by these laws: 1) all persons have the right to live 
in the home of their choice that they can afford; and, 2) discrimination in the 
sale, rental, financing, and insuring of housing is prohibited by law. 
 
The Town of Islip is dedicated to executing its housing and community 
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development activities in a manner that will affirmatively further fair housing 
and is consistent with the Fair Housing Act. The Town has developed a series of 
programs through its Community Development Agency (CDA) designed to 
address the needs of community residents (and potential residents). The Town 
of Islip endorses the belief that equal and free access to housing is vital to 
securing essential needs and pursuing various personal, educational, and 
employment goals. 
 
HUD requires that all governing authorities that receive HUD funding certify that: 
(1) the awarded grant will be carried out and administered according to the Fair 
Housing Act; and, (2) the grantee will work diligently to affirmatively further fair 
housing (AFFH). This requirement is codified, for local jurisdictions, in the 
Consolidated Plan requirements under 24 CFR §91.225. As part of the 
Consolidated Plan process, recipients are required to undertake an analysis of 
impediments. 
 
The  Town  of  Islip’s  2015  Analysis  of  Impediments  to  Fair  Housing  Choice 
updates the Town’s prior Analysis of Impediments (1996 and 2010) and consists 
of three crucial components: 
1.   Identification and analysis of impediments to fair housing choice in the 

Town of Islip; 
2.   Actions taken to overcome the effects of identified impediments; and, 
3.   Documentation of the results of actions initiated to minimize the impact 

of identified impediments. 
 
The identification and subsequent reduction and/or elimination of impediments 
to fair housing involve affirmatively furthering fair housing as part of the Town’s 
acceptance of HUD’s program funds. Actions to affirmatively further fair housing 
can be grouped into three categories: 
• Intent:  The obligation to avoid policies, customs, practices, or processes 

whose intent or purpose is to impede, infringe, or deny the exercise of 
fair housing rights by persons protected under the Act. 

• Effect: The obligation to avoid policies, customs, practices, or processes 
whose effect or impact impedes, infringes upon, or denies the exercise of 
fair housing rights by persons protected under the Act. 

• Affirmative Duties: The Act imposes a fiduciary responsibility upon public 
agencies to anticipate policies, customs, practices, or processes that 
previously, currently, or may potentially impede, infringe, or deny the 
exercise of fair housing rights by persons protected under the Act. 

 
The first two obligations pertain to public agency operations and administration, 
including those of employees and agents, while the third obligation extends to 
private, as well as public sector activity. 
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C. Participants in the Preparation of this Analysis of Impediments 
 
The Town of Islip, specifically the CDA, prepared this Analysis of Impediments 
with technical assistance from VHB Inc. The CDA coordinated its efforts with 
other Town of Islip departments and agencies (including the Town Department 
of Planning  and  Development  and  the  Town  of  Islip  Housing  Authority)  and 
received significant input from the New York State Division of Human Rights, 
Suffolk County Human Rights Commission, Long Island Housing Services, Long 
Island  Housing  Partnership,  Community  Development  Corporation  of  Long 
Island, and Family Service League. 
 

D. Background Information 
 
1.  Funding 
 
Annually, the Town of Islip receives approximately $2.37 million in Community 
Development Block  Grant  (CDBG)   Program   (total includes grant of $1,571,544 
and estimated program income $800,000), $527,728 in HOME Investment 
Partnership (HOME) Program (total includes grant of $427,728 and estimated 
program income of $100,000), and $140,714 in Emergency Solutions Grant 
Program funds from HUD. Additionally, the Town receives approximately $1.73 
million in Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS (HOPWA) Program funds, 
which is then passed to the United Way of Long Island, which administers the 
HOPWA program for all of Long Island on behalf of the Town. Those HOPWA 
funds support housing and support services. 
 
The Town of Islip Housing Authority administers the Housing Choice Voucher 
Program, which provides rental assistance to Islip residents. Other funding 
programs  for  the  development  of  housing  include  the  New  York  State 
Housing Trust Fund, New York State Affordable Housing Corporation, New York 
State Low Income Housing Tax Credit Program, Federal Home Loan Bank of New 
York, Suffolk County Land Development Subsidy Workforce Housing Acquisition 
and Infrastructure Programs, and private developer capital. 
 
2.  Fair Housing Initiatives 
 
The Town of Islip is composed of persons of diverse races, ethnic groups, 
religions, and national origins. The fundamental goal of the Analysis of 
Impediments to Fair Housing Choice is to help the Town address any issues 
affecting the opportunities for all persons to obtain safe, sanitary, and affordable 
housing, noting that their right to do so is protected by the previously mentioned 
laws. 
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The 2010 Analysis of Impediments concluded that there were six impediments to 
fair housing within the Town of Islip that needed to be addressed: 
1)  High Cost of Housing and/or Land 
2)  Local Opposition (NIMBYism) 
3)  Fair Lending Policies, Practices, and Disparities 
4)  Overall Discrimination in the Local Housing Market 
5)  Deficiencies in the Existing Housing Stock/Limited Affordable Rental and 

 Specialized Housing and Funding Options 
6) Minimal Understanding of Fair Housing Rights, Requirements, and 

Responsibilities, Especially Relative to the Specialized Needs of Persons with 
Disabilities 

 
The Town has several housing programs and supports several projects to help 
address these housing impediments. The Town also partners with and relies on 
several local and County-wide non-profit housing organizations and housing 
service providers, such as Long Island Housing Services and the Long Island 
Housing Partnership, as well as Suffolk County, to provide a variety of services 
that promote fair housing practices for protected groups within the Town. These 
include first time homebuyer assistance, eviction prevention, services to 
homeless and special needs populations, and fair housing complaint monitoring 
and mediation. 
 

E. Summary of Findings and Recommendations 
 
1.  Summary of Methodology 
 
To assess the impediments to fair housing choice in the Town of Islip, data was 
gathered from a wide array of public and proprietary sources. 
 
• An advisory meeting to inquire about fair housing issues was held on 

February 26, 2015 with, among others, public and private housing 
providers who utilize public funds to construct affordable housing. 

• The Executive Director of the CDA and its consultant, also reached out 
directly to the Suffolk County Human Rights Commission to obtain input 
regarding fair housing complaints and issues. 

• As part of the development of the Consolidated Strategy and Plan, issues 
with fair and affordable housing were specifically discussed with relevant 
Town and County departments/agencies, due to their day-to-day 
knowledge of housing issues in the Town, especially at the Town 
Commissioner’s Meeting on February 19, 2015 and the CDA’s annual 
review of performance and public input meeting, also on February 26, 
2015. 
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• Data was collected from New York State Division of Human Rights and 
Suffolk County Human Rights Commission regarding fair housing 
complaints, their status, and disposition. 

• The most recent available information about lending practices, subprime 
loans and foreclosure rates, housing and population trends for the Town 
and County, zoning and land use in the Town, and other public policy made 
available through public information were also gathered. 

• Additional  information  was  provided  by  Long  Island  Housing  Services 
(LIHS), including fair housing compliant data, information gathered from 
testing, etc. 

• Finally, a survey was sent to local organizations and agencies involved in 
housing and housing related services and social services to get input on 
their impressions and experience relative to fair housing issues in the Town 
of Islip. 

• To  supplement  this  survey,  an  online  survey  was  developed  in  both 
English and Spanish and made available to the general public in order to 
examine their individual experiences and to reach those people who might 
not otherwise come out and speak up. Availability of the survey was 
advertised at public hearings on the Consolidated Plan and Analysis of 
Impediments to Fair Housing and on the CDA website. 

 
2.  Summary of Impediments and Actions to Overcome Impediments 
 
This Analysis of Impediments updates and expands the Town’s previous list of 
impediments and provides a series of recommendations to address each 
impediment. The background information and data that provide the basis for the 
identification of these impediments is provided in detail in Chapters 2 and 3 of 
this document. Chapter 4 discusses the impediments and actions in greater 
detail. A summary of the identified impediments to fair housing choice in Islip 
follows, with a brief description of the impediment and actions to overcome the 
impediment. 
 
 
 

Impediment #1: High Cost of Housing and/or Land 
 
Impediment 
Factors cited as contributing to the high cost of housing and/or land included: 
lack of suitable undeveloped land, high land and construction costs, high 
property tax burden (especially on low- and moderate-income households), and 
high homeownership and rental costs. This impediment was identified in 
2010, and in 2010, these factors continue to contribute to the high cost of 
housing and/or land in the Town. 
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Actions to Overcome the Impediment 
• Continue assisting in the financing of affordable housing projects. 
• Continue  to  work  to  increase  the  supply  of  affordable  rental  units 

throughout the Town, particularly large size units for low and extremely 
low-income families, by encouraging developers to construct affordable 
rental housing via the Town’s inclusionary zoning regulations. 

• Continue to use/re-use under-developed, under-utilized, and in-fill sites for 
the construction of affordable housing. 

• Adopt the New York State First Time Homebuyers property tax exemption, 
which provides a limited tax exemption (on local, but not county or school 
taxes) for first time homebuyers. 

• Increase  efforts  to  provide  housing,  especially  affordable  housing,  on 
publicly-owned (e.g., Town, County, State) lands that become available or 
are deemed a surplus. 

• Prioritize affordable housing projects in areas with high housing cost 
burdens. 

• Prioritize affordable housing projects serving populations identified as 
having a high cost burden, specifically, elderly, disabled, and the growing 
disabled population with non-physical disabilities. 

 
Impediment #2: Fair Lending Policies, Practices, and Disparities 

 
Description of Impediment 
An additional area that was previously identified as an impediment to fair 
housing choice was fair lending practices. Since that time, much has changed in 
the housing industry, especially as it relates to lending practices. Discriminatory 
lending practices and predatory lending locally, regionally, and nationally 
resulted and continue to result in serious short- and long-term fair housing 
impacts. HMDA reports find that there were racial and ethnic disparities when 
lending data were evaluated in terms of applicant group, place and institution. 
 
Between 2005 and 2012, mortgage lending dropped significantly across Long 
Island, with originations declining from 37,000 to 16,000 annually. The negative 
effect on Black and Latino households, however, was substantially greater. In 
addition, the data show that these groups are more often denied loans or are 
approved for more expensive FHA-insured loans. 
 
Actions to Overcome the Impediment 
• Continue to work with fair housing advocates, such as LIHS and LIHP, and  

others  to  educate  the  public,  Town  officials,  building  owners, landlords, 
real estate agents, lenders, and others about fair housing and its benefit to 
the community. This outreach action could include: 
 Holding an annual Town-wide fair housing forum. 
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 Educating the public about predatory lending practices. 
• Continue  to  conduct  real  estate/lending  testing  programs,  whether        

conducted through a local program, or as part of a nationwide testing 
program, and share findings with HUD. 

• Expand  efforts  to  make  individuals  and  housing-related  organizations 
aware of local HUD-approved housing counseling/financial education, 
including: 
 Requiring that all homebuyers receiving federal subsidies complete 

 HUD-approved housing counseling. 
 
• Encouraging those typically targeted by predatory lending (i.e., minorities 

and lower-income individuals) to seek financial counseling before they 
submit a mortgage loan application. 

• Work with LIHS and other fair housing organizations to bring predatory 
lending  operations  to  the  attention  of  the  New  York  State  Attorney 
General, United States Attorney General, and local District Attorneys. 

 
Impediment #3: Overall Discrimination in the Local Housing Market 

 
Description of Impediment 
Based upon data and research on the local and regional levels, including focus on 
historic and current development patterns/concentrations of minority and lower 
income populations, discrimination studies/surveys for the region, recent fair 
housing complaints, and surveys conducted by the Town of Islip, overall 
discrimination in the local housing market remains an impediment to fair 
housing choice in the Town of Islip. 
 
Actions to Overcome the Impediment 
• Continue to work with fair housing advocates, such as LIHS and LIHP, and  

others  to  educate  the  public,  Town  officials,  building  owners, landlords, 
real estate agents, lenders, and others about fair housing and its benefit to 
the community. 

• Continue to work with groups that deal with minority issues and housing 
discrimination, such as Adelante of Suffolk County, the Urban League of 
Long Island, and the NAACP. 

• Continue to work with groups and organizations that are dedicated to fair 
housing assistance for people with special needs or who are victims of 
housing discrimination. 

• Continue to work with the Town of Islip Anti-Bias Task Force, Suffolk County 
Anti-Bias Task Force, and the Suffolk County Human Rights Commission on 
fair housing and discrimination issues. 
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• Continue  to  conduct  real  estate/lending  testing  programs,  whether 
conducted through a local program, or as part of a nationwide testing 
program, and share findings with HUD. 

• Continue to track fair housing complaints and foreclosure  activity and 
evaluate any identifiable patterns. 

• Investigate  further  those  areas,  such  as  Bohemia  and  Ronkonkoma, 
where there is a concentration of fair housing complaints. 

• Develop an affirmative marketing program for housing opportunities that 
provides outreach to income- and mortgage-eligible households looking for 
homeownership, with a focus on the segments of the population (e.g., low- 
and very-low income households, especially minorities within those income 
groups) that may be less likely to apply for affordable housing. Require that 
all developers involved with housing funds provide an affirmative fair 
housing marketing plan. 

• Update the Town’s Fair Housing Law. 
 

Impediment #4: Deficiencies in the Existing Housing Stock/Limited 
Affordable Rental and Specialized Housing and Funding Options 

 
Description of Impediment 
Conditions of some of Islip’s housing stock, including its age, degree of 
substandardness, overcrowding, and presence of lead-based paint, combine to 
act as an impediment to fair housing choice, especially in the minority and lower-
income areas of Bay Shore, Brentwood, Central Islip, and North Bay Shore. 
 
Actions to Overcome the Impediment 
• Continue to utilize CDBG and related funds for residential rehabilitation of 

homeowner and rental housing units. 
• Continue to replace abandoned and deteriorating housing with new 

construction, to the extent possible. 
• Continue to test for lead-based paint, coordinate testing information with 

the   County   Department   of   Health,   and   enforce   lead-based   paint 
abatement. 

• Continue  to  proactively  target  code  enforcement  in  areas  with  older 
housing stock. 

• Continue  to  work  to  increase  the  supply  of  affordable  rental  units 
throughout the Town, particularly large size units for low and extremely 
low-income families, by encouraging developers to construct affordable 
rental housing via the Town’s inclusionary zoning regulations. 

• Continue to utilize Federal, State, and local funding programs to help 
increase housing stock for senior citizens, large families, and disabled 
persons. 
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• Continue to provide financial assistance to LIHS and LIHP and other not- 
for-profit housing organizations that assist the Town in affirmatively 
furthering fair housing. 

• Continue to fund the Home Sharing Program. 
• Work with not-for-profit organizations and Suffolk County to identify 

other sources of financing to leverage diminishing grant funds and 
encourage such not-for-profits to apply to foundations and other 
nongovernmental sources for project funding. 

• Undertake an analysis of housing needs, perhaps as part of an update to 
the Comprehensive Plan, to determine the actual type and amount of 
housing that is needed in the Town to satisfy its current and future 
residents. 

 
Impediment #5: Minimal Understanding of Fair Housing Rights, Requirements, 

and Responsibilities, Especially Relative to the Specialized Needs of Persons 
with Disabilities 

 
Description of Impediment 
Although education regarding fair housing rights is currently undertaken in a 
variety of ways in the Town and County, a substantial barrier to fair housing 
choice is the general lack of knowledge of fair housing rights, requirements, and 
responsibilities. The average person who thinks they have been victimized by fair 
housing discrimination may not know where to turn. Further, a person may not 
even know that he/she has suffered housing discrimination. Similarly, many 
landlords, real estate agents, and housing providers do not fully understand their 
responsibilities with regard to fair housing. 
 
Of the protected classes, disabled persons in particular need specialized housing  
to  ensure  that  they  have  access  to  their  dwelling  unit  and  can navigate 
their unit once inside. The lack of understanding by landlords, property  owners,  
and  individuals  of  what  are  the  specialized  needs  of disabled persons and 
how to fulfill those needs is one of the most common impediments to providing 
fair housing for disabled persons. Although there are a number of programs 
geared to persons with disabilities within the Town of Islip, deficiencies remain, 
especially as they relate to reasonable accommodations and Americans with 
Disabilities Act (ADA) compliance. 
 
Actions to Overcome the Impediment 
• Continue to work with fair housing advocates, such as LIHP and LIHS, and  

others  to  educate  the  public,  Town  officials,  building  owners, landlords, 
real estate agents, lenders, and others about fair housing and its benefit to 
the community. This outreach action could include: 
 Holding an annual Town-wide fair housing forum. 
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 Outreach to tenants regarding availability of programs, their rules, and 
 local rental office locations where grievances can be brought. 
 Outreach  to  developers,  building  owners,  landlords,  condominium 

association officers and their management firms, and cooperative boards 
regarding the needs of disabled persons, including HUD visitability 
standards and “reasonable accommodations.” 

• Enhance existing efforts to share information related to compliance with the 
Fair Housing Act and the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) with 
businesses, developers, property owners, and the local media through the 
distribution of educational materials and through training opportunities. 

• Update the Town’s Fair Housing Law. 
• The CDA will promote visitability for all development projects it funds, 

especially new construction. 
 
Again, it should be highlighted that the discussion of impediments and actions to 
overcome impediments in this executive summary summarizes the extensive 
analyses and evaluations of data and information that is presented in the full 
body of the report. Please refer specifically to Chapters 2 and 3 for the data and 
information presentation and analyses and Chapter 4 for an expanded discussion 
of the impediments and the actions to overcome the impediments. 
 

F. Review of Analysis and Integration with Consolidated Plan 
 
As was described earlier in this executive summary, an analysis of impediments 
is   a   component   of   the   consolidated   planning   process.   An   analysis   of 
impediments not only informs the consolidated plan as to what the barriers are 
that need to be addressed, but the actual analysis of data is an important piece 
that is shared between both processes. They work as companion documents that 
form a “plan” for housing and community development for the Town. 
 
To  that  end,  it  is  expected  that  the  Analysis  of  Impediments  will  be  fully 
integrated into the annual action plan review process. On an annual basis, the 
Town will review the impediments to fair housing choice and the actions to 
overcome those impediments and integrate that into the Annual Action Plan 
submitted to HUD. The Annual Action Plan will be made available to interested 
persons and will allow them the opportunity to comment on the Town’s 
performance prior to submitting the documentation to HUD. 
 
Further, in conjunction with its preparation of a Consolidated Strategy and Plan 
every five years, the Town will review the Analysis of Impediments in detail, 
looking at policies, practices, and procedures that effect the location, availability, 
and accessibility of housing. As necessary, the Town will revise the specific action 
steps and implementation activities to ensure a proactive, strategic plan to 
affirmatively further fair housing. 
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FAIR HOUSING CONTINUED 
 
As indicated in the Executive Summary above, the Town’s “Analysis of 
Impediments to Fair Housing” identified five impediments and makes concrete 
recommendations of actions to be taken to overcome the impediments.  Many 
of these recommendations are part of the Town’s standard procedures for 
operating its housing and community development programs and the 
recommended actions are therefore listed as “continue to…”  Several, however, 
are new and will require new efforts to implement.  
  
 
The following is a listing of some of the actions that were taken by the CDA, in 
the program year, as they relate to Fair Housing: 
 

• A significant portion of all of our HUD entitlement grants (CDBG, HOME, 
HOPWA, and ESG) goes toward affordable housing programs benefiting 
low income renters and first time homebuyers. 

 
• Housing programs sponsored by the Town of Islip are implemented and 

marketed in such a way as to promote fair housing.  In addition to 
newspaper advertisements promoting its programs, the CDA and its non-
profit sub-recipients contact minority advocacy organizations such as 
NAACP, Adelante and the Urban League and ask them to make their 
members aware of our programs. When requested, agency staff 
members make presentations at civic associations, churches and senior 
citizen centers. The Town of Islip Office of Public Information also 
periodically assists the CDA in reaching out to prospective applicants by 
sending public service announcements or press releases to numerous 
newspapers and radio stations. 

 
• The CDA continues to advertise its rehabilitation programs regularly in 

both English and Spanish language newspapers.  We also continue to 
participate in home-buying expositions and workshops, and explicitly 
seek minority and Female-owned contractors in our published bids.  All 
client based programs are now advertised on the CDA’s website. 

 
• All of the CDA’s housing partners have strong records in Fair Housing.  

The Long Island Housing Partnership, Habitat for Humanity, Central Islip 
Civic Council, United Way of Long Island, Long Island Housing Services, 
Community Development Corporation of Long Island, Suburban Housing 
and Mercy Haven are all dedicated to the principals of fair housing and 
administer their programs accordingly, including affirmative marketing.  
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• In 2007, the Town of Islip decided to re-constitute its Anti-Bias Task Force 
under the direction of the Town Supervisor’s office and local clergy.  
There are representatives of many local non-profit service agencies, 
school districts, clergy and police.  Efforts of the committee have so far 
concentrated on inter- and intra-school programs dealing with multi-
cultural respect and understanding, and are following a school year cycle. 

 
• With regard to the issue of fair lending, the nationwide sub-prime lending 

collapse and foreclosure data is not at all encouraging.  It clearly indicates 
that minorities were more likely to be given sub-prime loans even if their 
credit warranted a traditional loan (or no loan at all).  We have observed 
that a very large percentage of families who are facing foreclosure live in 
minority communities.  As a consequence, we are redoubling our 
affordable housing efforts in these areas, especially through the 
Neighborhood Stabilization Program and NSP3 Program.  We are also 
actively seeking properties for inclusion in our affordable housing 
programs which are not located in impacted communities, and are 
establishing a down-payment assistance program which will be available 
on a town-wide basis.  No sub-prime loans are given by the CDA or any of 
our non-profit partners for houses in our affordable housing programs.  
In addition, all participants in our affordable housing program are 
required to complete homebuyer education classes. 

 
• A new public service program was approved by the CDA Board of 

Directors for funding in the 2008 program year.  Funding was provided to 
Long Island Housing Services (LIHS) to expand their fair housing, tenant 
rights, and mortgage foreclosure counseling services in the Town of Islip.  
Copies of their brochures, in English and in Spanish, are available at our 
office.  We are also going to work with LIHS to develop and conduct a fair 
housing forum for the general public. 

 
• While Long Island Housing Services, Long Island Housing Partnership and 

Community Development Corporation of Long Island had all greatly 
expanded their foreclosure prevention counseling programs in recent 
years to help clients deal with the economic downturn, most of the 
funding for these programs has now run out, and the needs are still 
severe.  We will support them in their efforts to secure new funding for 
these essential counseling services. 

 
• With regard to Section Three compliance, the CDA ensures that the 

proper documentation is added to publicly bid construction contracts, 
and asks the successful contractors to document their efforts.  In reality, 
however, very little new employment is created through our programs.  
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Most of the construction performed by the CDA is residential and 
commercial in nature and is often less than $100,000.  Contractors use 
their existing work crews and small subcontractors for the vast majority 
of the work.  Most of the businesses are located within the Town of Islip 
and four surrounding towns, and their employees are also local.  The 
homes that we are constructing with United Way of Long Island through 
their Youth-Build Program, however, are considered to be 100% Section 
Three Expenditures, and we are planning to construct at least one to two 
homes per year, ensuring that approximately $200,000 to $400,000 
dollars per year between CDBG and HOME will be Section Three 
expenditures. 
 

• The CDA prepared a Limited English Proficiency Plan last year in order to 
ensure that there are as few language barriers as possible to participation 
in our HUD funded programs.  The plan was provided to HUD for review 
in May-2012 along with the 2013 Annual Plan. 

 
• The CDA’s Executive Director is currently certified in Fair Housing by 

NAHRO (National Association of Housing and Redevelopment Officials) – 
May 2013 and has attended Fair Housing training programs in May/June 
2014, sponsored by the U.S. Department of HUD. 

 
• As recommended in the AI, (part of the actions to address impediments 3 

and 5), the Town of Islip updated its Fair Housing Law to add familial 
status, sexual orientation, age, marital status and military status to the 
protected classes.  The changes also clarify that “creed” includes “all 
religious beliefs,” and that “national origin” includes “ethnicity.” A public 
hearing was held at Town Hall, and the resolution was passed 
unanimously on March 6, 2012. 

 
• CDA staff is reviewing the recently published proposed rule for grantees 

to prepare an Analysis of Fair Housing, replacing the current Analysis of 
Impediments, and anticipates that the new Affirmative Further Fair 
Housing report will be prepared and submitted in October 2016 to 
comply with the Town’s 2015-2019 Consolidated Plan. 

 
B. Homeless and Special Needs, Including Continuum of Care 
 

The Town of Islip encourages the work of groups who are dedicated to providing 
housing assistance for people with special needs or who are homeless.  Using 
CDBG funds, the CDA has been supporting an enrichment and skills development 
program (R.E.A.P.) for Mercy Haven’s homeless clients for many years.  HOPWA 
funds have been used to create new special needs housing through such 
agencies as Options for Community Living, United Veterans Beacon House, and 
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Community Housing Innovations for persons and families testing positive for 
HIV/AIDS (see the HOPWA CAPER at the end of this report).   
 
CDBG funds had been used this year to assist Suburban Housing and 
Development Research, Inc., in providing essential services for homeless 
families.   
 
In the past ESG funds were also used to support a counseling program for all of 
the families in Suburban’s homes.  Due to the changes in the program from the 
HEARTH Act, 2011 was the last year that these funds were provided to Suburban, 
although a public services activity is being established with CDBG funds to 
continue some of the homeless counseling services.   
 
The 2012 Emergency Solutions Grant Funds and 2011 Supplemental Funds have 
been re-allocated to Family Service League, for the operation of programs 
providing homelessness prevention and rapid re-housing.  Approximately 
$88,950 has been expended during the program year serving 35 individuals / 
families. Islip did not receive ESG funding in 2013, but has been re-qualified as an 
ESG entitlement jurisdiction for 2014 and 2015.  
 
Numerous other organizations have approached the agency for both 
“Certifications of Consistency” with the Town’s Consolidated Plan and other 
support for their proposed applications.  The Town is very committed to assisting 
these agencies in providing sorely needed services. 

 
The CDA has provided numerous grants in previous program years to assist in 
upgrading and rehabilitating homes owned by not-for-profit housing providers.  
Agencies assisted include the Interfaith Nutrition Network, Suffolk County 
Coalition Against Domestic Violence, Suburban Housing and Mercy Haven.  This 
year, the CDA will be working with Options for Community Living, Community 
Housing Initiatives, and United Veterans Beacon House on additional HIV/AIDS 
housing.   

 
The Town of Islip has made efforts to fund and/or support a wide variety of 
programs for persons with special needs in order to implement its Continuum of 
Care strategy.  Programs have been approved which address the need for short 
and medium term emergency housing, as well as transitional and permanent 
housing.  Please see item 3) in the Assessment Section for a complete overview 
of actions taken to assist homeless and special needs populations.  Furthermore, 
public services are provided that deal with persons in each of these housing 
types, including employment training, day care and traditional social work.   
 
Under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, the Town was designated 
to receive $840,000 of Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program 
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funding.  We used these funds in partnership with the Family Service League, the 
Town of Babylon and Suffolk County, and developed a program which functioned 
the same throughout the whole county.  Homelessness and re-housing 
assistance was provided to 551 individuals in the Town of Islip.  The HPRP 
program was closed on 6/30/12, and all remaining funds were drawn to 
reimburse our sub-recipients in July, 2012.  Islip did not receive ESG funding in 
2013, but has been re-qualified as an ESG entitlement jurisdiction for 2014 and 
2015. The new 2015 Emergency Solutions Grant has been posted and will be 
awarded shortly and will provide for similar services. 

 
C. Results of On-Site Inspection of Affordable Rental Housing Assisted Under 

HOME/CDBG  
 

The Town of Islip CDA owns eight HOME assisted and four CDBG assisted 
permanent rental units.  The other CDA owned HOME/CDBG houses are either 
rented out temporarily under the Rent-With-Option-to-Buy Program, or have 
been sold immediately under the Direct Sale Program. 

 
The twelve permanent rental homes are inspected on an annual basis by the 
Town of Islip Housing Authority for compliance with Section Eight housing 
quality standards.  These inspections often indicate the need for minor (and 
occasionally major) maintenance work, appliance replacements, and other 
updates which have been performed by contractors hired by the CDA. 

 
With regard to the Rent-With-Option-to-Buy houses, the contract of sale gives 
the CDA the right to inspect the units at any time upon reasonable notice.  All 
units are inspected prior to deeding and windshield surveys are performed by 
rehabilitation personnel working on other projects in the neighborhoods.  When 
the windshield survey reveals deficient maintenance or other problems, a full 
inspection is scheduled as soon as possible.  

 
Finally, responsibility for inspection of HOME/CDBG assisted units owned by 
non-profit housing providers rests upon the non-profit itself.  When the CDA 
staff performs a monitoring of the sub-recipient, however, a request is made to 
view some of the assisted units.  The not-for-profit housing providers that the 
Agency works with are aware of how important it is to the Town that their 
assisted units become assets to the community, rather than bare-bones shelters 
that are eyesores. 

 
It should be noted that the CDA also owns and operates a total sixty-four units of 
rental housing that were not assisted with HOME funds.  Since most of these 
units house Section Eight tenants, the CDA Executive Director and Rehabilitation 
Specialist have attended trainings and are HQS certified.  The program manager 
for the HOPWA Program at United Way is also HQS certified. 
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The CDA staff has had numerous phone calls, e-mails and face-to-face contact 
during the program year with our non-profit housing and public services 
partners.  Semi-annual sub-recipient monitoring’s are performed to review 
record keeping, vouchering and compliance with program regulations.  
 

 
D. HOME Program Affirmative Marketing 
 

In accordance with Section 92.350 and 92.351 of HOME regulations, the Town 
has been following its policy of non-discrimination and equal opportunity in 
housing and in advancing the participation of minority and women-owned 
businesses in its program activities. 

 
Each bid that has been published for construction work related to HOME 
Program houses specifically states that minority and woman owned contractors 
are encouraged to participate.  

 
In preparation for a new lottery that was held on June 15, 2015, advertisements 
were placed in Newsday, Able News, Bilingual News, and NAACP’s Colored 
Advancer.  We also notified local service agencies, including several involved 
with veterans, and posted the entire application package on our website.  More 
than 1,000 applications were sent to persons who contacted the CDA directly.  
There were also about 1,130 views of the brochures on our website.  A total of 
58 applications were received, 19 of which appeared to meet all of the program 
requirements for either regular affordable housing. Preparations are underway 
for the next lottery, tentatively planned for Spring 2016. 

 
CDA statistics regarding beneficiaries in all of its affordable housing programs 
indicate that minorities and female headed households are well represented.  
The racial/ethnic breakdown of applicants throughout the various reports 
attached hereto should be sufficient proof of effective affirmative marketing by 
the Town. 

 
E. Matching Requirement for Emergency Solutions Grant 
 

During the period from July 1, 2014 to June 30, 2015 the Town of Islip 
committed/granted a total of $88,949 to Family Service League, from the FY 
2012 allocation of Emergency Solutions Grant funds.  Family Service League was 
required to match ESG funds dollar-for-dollar as stated in the sub-recipient 
agreement. 
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F. Displacement and Relocation Under the CDBG Program 
 

It is the stated policy of the Town of Islip to avoid, wherever possible, activities 
that require the displacement of families.  No relocation or displacement 
activities were conducted during this reporting period. 
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G. Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy in Bay Shore 
 

Other sections of this report have dealt with several of the publicly funded 
components of the Bay Shore Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy. The 
following is a list of the activities described elsewhere which are components of 
the NRS: 

 
 1.  Commercial Rehabilitation – CONTINUING 

2 Code Enforcement – CONTINUING 
3. Sidewalk, street and walkway improvements – CONTINUING 
4. Construction by the Long Island Housing Partnership of forty mixed-

income housing units on downtown development site that was

5. Development of Harrison Avenue/Place – PLANNING PHASE 
6. Scattered Site Affordable housing – CONTINUING  

 
In short, most elements of the Bay Shore Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy 
have been successful and are on-going.  Furthermore, through a combination of 
private and public funding, more improvements have occurred and are occurring 
in the area than at any other time in the past 25 years.  Lastly, the downtown 
vacancy rate is low, and the area seems to have weathered the recession better 
than most. 

 
H. Summary of Citizen Comments Received in Regard to the Program 
 

On October 1, 2015, a notice will be published in Newsday stating that this 
Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Report has been prepared and 
is available for review at several libraries, CDA office and Agency’s website.  
Citizens will be given at least fifteen days from the date of the notice to submit 
comments for inclusion herein.  A summary of any citizen comments that are 
received will be provided to HUD at the close of the official fifteen day comment 
period. 

 
Please note that in accordance with the Town’s approved Citizen Participation 
Plan, residents, non-profit organizations and other interested parties were given 
a presentation on the annual performance under the FY 2014 grants and an 
opportunity to comment at the public hearing for the Annual Plan on February 
26, 2015.  A full presentation and additional comments on this CAPER will be 
solicited at the next Annual Plan meeting to be held in February of 2016. 
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I. New Grants 
 
 In the several months preceding the 2008-2009 Program Year, and throughout 

the entire 2008-2011 Program Years, the United States economy had been in 
recession, and foreclosure and unemployment rates had skyrocketed.  This has 
led to increased challenges for local community development programs.  In an 
attempt to address some of these challenges, the Federal Government instituted 
four new programs. 

 
 The first new initiative was the Neighborhood Stabilization Program.  It was 

funded under the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 (HERA), and 
enabled the CDA to purchase and renovate foreclosed homes in the three areas 
of the Town with the highest foreclosure rates.  Fifteen houses were purchased 
under this program.  Ten were purchased by the CDA for renovation or 
reconstruction and sale to first time homebuyers earning up to 120% of median 
income, three were purchased on behalf of Habitat for Humanity of Suffolk to 
renovate using their own funds and sell to first time homebuyers earning less 
than 50% of median income, and two were purchased on behalf of Community 
Development Corporation of Long Island to renovate as permanent affordable 
rental housing for families with incomes below 50% of median.  This $3.7 million 
program is covered in much greater details in reports that are submitted to HUD 
and posted on the internet for all nationwide grantees. Of the 10 homes 
purchased by the CDA, all have been completed, sold and or occupied at June 30, 
2015.  The two that were purchased by CDCLI were completed and occupied 
during the 2010 program year.  The three that were purchased for Habitat for 
Humanity were completed and occupied during the 2011/2012 program years 

 
 The second new initiative was the CDBG-Recovery Program.  It was funded under 

the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), and was intended 
to accomplish high importance community development activities quickly while 
putting people to work.  Islip received $549,638, which was used in the fall of 
2009 for high priority street improvements in Central Islip. 

 
 The third new initiative was the Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing 

Program.  It was also funded under ARRA, and was intended to help individuals 
and families who were homeless or threatened with homelessness.  Islip was 
awarded $840,437 in program funds, and entered into a cooperative 
arrangement with Suffolk County and the Town of Babylon to jointly administer 
the program through the Suffolk County Department of Social Services.  Family 
Service League was selected to perform outreach and provide services to clients 
in the Islip/Babylon area.  The program began on October 1, 2009, and was 
completed on 6/30/12.  It assisted 551 individuals.  Reporting for this program 
was also done through a centralized federal reporting system. 
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 The final new initiative was the Neighborhood Stabilization Program Three 
(NSP3), which was established under the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and 
Consumer Protection Act of 2010, and is providing $1,429,561 in grant funding to 
the Town of Islip.  All funds under the NSP3 program are being used to acquire 
and renovate or reconstruct foreclosed, short sale or blighted homes in a small 
portion of Central Islip, located on the east side of Lowell Avenue, which we have 
designated as the “North Lowell Target Area.” This area was selected due to the 
extensive number of vacant and foreclosed properties, and the HUD 
requirement that applicants choose a small enough area, such that the funds will 
be able to make a visible difference in the community. Seven affordable homes 
are being developed under this program, six by CDA and one by Habitat for 
Humanity.  Five of the homes will be designated for purchase by families earning 
up to 80% of median income as HOME and/or CDBG funds were used to 
complete construction, and the other two will be for families earning up to 50%. 
Four are currently occupied under our RWOB program.  Two homes are under 
contract and will be closing after June 30, 2015 and will be reported next year.  
The remaining homes will be marketed from our June 15, 2015 Affordable 
Housing Lottery. 

 
The Town of Islip did not receive ESG funding in 2013, but has been re-qualified 
as an ESG entitlement jurisdiction for 2014 and 2015. The new 2015 Emergency 
Solutions Grant has been posted and will be awarded shortly.  It will provide 
homelessness prevention and re-housing assistance services.

HUD uses the CAPER and IDIS data to obtain 
essential information on grant activities, project sponsors, Subrecipient 
organizations, housing sites, units and households, and beneficiaries (which 
includes racial and ethnic data on program participants).  The Consolidated 
Plan Management Process tool (CPMP) provides an optional tool to integrate 
the reporting of HOPWA specific activities with other planning and reporting 
on Consolidated Plan activities.

The HOPWA program-level data elements include: Income and 
Sources, Non-Cash Benefits, HIV/AIDS Status, Services Provided, and 
Housing Status or Destination at the end of the operating year.  Other 
suggested but optional elements are: Physical Disability, Developmental 
Disability, Chronic Health Condition, Mental Health, Substance Abuse, 
Domestic Violence, Date of Contact, Date of Engagement, Financial 

Assistance, Housing Relocation & Stabilization Services, Employment, 
Education, General Health Status, , Pregnancy Status, Reasons for Leaving, 
Veteran’s Information, and Children’s Education.  Other HOPWA projects 
sponsors may also benefit from collecting these data elements.

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Administrative Costs:  Costs for general management, oversight, 
coordination, evaluation, and reporting.  By statute, grantee administrative 
costs are limited to 3% of total grant award, to be expended over the life of 
the grant.  Project sponsor administrative costs are limited to 7% of the 
portion of the grant amount they receive.   
 
Beneficiary(ies): All members of a household who received HOPWA 
assistance during the operating year including the one individual who 
qualified the household for HOPWA assistance  as well as any other 
members of the household (with or without HIV) who benefitted from the 
assistance. 
 
Central Contractor Registration (CCR):  The primary registrant 
database for the U.S. Federal Government. CCR collects, validates, stores, 
and disseminates data in support of agency acquisition missions, including 
Federal agency contract and assistance awards. Both current and potential 
federal government registrants (grantees) are required to register in CCR 
in order to be awarded contracts by the federal government. Registrants 
must update or renew their registration at least once per year to maintain 
an active status. Although recipients of direct federal contracts and grant 
awards have been required to be registered with CCR since 2003, this 
requirement is now being extended to indirect recipients of federal funds 
with the passage of ARRA (American Recovery and Reinvestment Act).

Chronically Homeless Person: An individual or family who : (i) is 
homeless and lives or resides individual or family who: (i) Is homeless and 
lives or resides in a place not meant for human habitation, a safe haven, or 
in an emergency shelter; (ii) has been homeless and living or residing in a 
place not meant for human habitation, a safe haven, or in an emergency 
shelter continuously for at least 1 year or on at least 4 separate occasions in 
the last 3 years; and (iii) has an adult head of household (or a minor head 
of household if no adult is present in the household) with a diagnosable 
substance use disorder, serious mental illness, developmental disability (as 
defined in section 102 of the Developmental Disabilities  Assistance and 
Bill of Rights Act of 2000 (42 U.S.C. 15002)), post traumatic stress 
disorder, cognitive impairments resulting from a brain injury, or chronic 
physical illness or disability, including the co-occurrence of 2 or more of 
those conditions. Additionally, the statutory definition includes as 
chronically homeless a person who currently lives or resides in an 
institutional care facility, including a jail, substance abuse or mental health 
treatment facility, hospital or other similar facility, and has resided there 
for fewer than 90 days if such person met the other criteria for homeless 
prior to entering that facility. (See 42 U.S.C. 11360(2))This does not 
include doubled-up or overcrowding situations. 
 
Disabling Condition:  Evidencing a diagnosable substance use disorder, 
serious mental illness, developmental disability, chronic physical illness, 
or disability, including the co-occurrence of two or more of these 
conditions.  In addition, a disabling condition may limit an individual’s 
ability to work or perform one or more activities of daily living. An 
HIV/AIDS diagnosis is considered a disabling condition. 
 
Facility-Based Housing Assistance:  All eligible HOPWA Housing 
expenditures for or associated with supporting facilities including 
community residences, SRO dwellings, short-term facilities, project-based 
rental units, master leased units, and other housing facilities approved by 
HUD.  
 
Faith-Based Organization:  Religious organizations of three types: (1) 
congregations; (2) national networks, which include national 
denominations, their social service arms (for example, Catholic Charities, 
Lutheran Social Services), and networks of related organizations (such as 
YMCA and YWCA); and (3) freestanding religious organizations, which 
are incorporated separately from congregations and national networks.  
 
Grassroots Organization:  An organization headquartered in the local 
community where it provides services; has a social services budget of 
$300,000 or less annually, and six or fewer full-time equivalent 
employees.  Local affiliates of national organizations are not considered 

“grassroots.”  
 
HOPWA Eligible Individual:   The one (1) low-income person with 
HIV/AIDS who qualifies a household for HOPWA assistance. This person 
may be considered “Head of Household.” When the CAPER asks for 
information on eligible individuals, report on this individual person only. 
Where there is more than one person with HIV/AIDS in the household, the 
additional PWH/A(s), would be considered a beneficiary(s). 
 
HOPWA Housing Information Services:  Services dedicated to helping 
persons living with HIV/AIDS and their families to identify, locate, and 
acquire housing. This may also include fair housing counseling for eligible 
persons who may encounter discrimination based on race, color, religion, 
sex, age, national origin, familial status, or handicap/disability.    .    
 
HOPWA Housing Subsidy Assistance Total:  The unduplicated number 
of households receiving housing subsidies (TBRA, STRMU, Permanent 
Housing Placement services and Master Leasing) and/or residing in units 
of facilities dedicated to persons living with HIV/AIDS and their families 
and supported with HOPWA funds during the operating year.   
 
Household:  A single individual or a family composed of two or more 
persons for which household incomes are used to determine eligibility and 
for calculation of the resident rent payment.  The term is used for 
collecting data on changes in income, changes in access to services, receipt 
of housing information services, and outcomes on achieving housing 
stability. Live-In Aides (see definition for Live-In Aide) and non-
beneficiaries (e.g. a shared housing arrangement with a roommate) who 
resided in the unit are not reported on in the CAPER.  
 
Housing Stability:  The degree to which the HOPWA project assisted 
beneficiaries to remain in stable housing during the operating year.  See 
Part 5: Determining Housing Stability Outcomes for definitions of stable 
and unstable housing situations. 

In-kind Leveraged Resources:  These involve additional types of support 
provided to assist HOPWA beneficiaries such as volunteer services, 
materials, use of equipment and building space.  The actual value of the 
support can be the contribution of professional services, based on 
customary rates for this specialized support, or actual costs contributed 
from other leveraged resources.  In determining a rate for the contribution 
of volunteer time and services, use the rate established in HUD notices, 
such as the rate of ten dollars per hour.  The value of any donated material, 
equipment, building, or lease should be based on the fair market value at 
time of donation.

Live-In Aide:  A person who resides with the HOPWA Eligible Individual 
and who meets the following criteria:  (1) is essential to the care and well-
being of the person; (2) is not obligated for the support of the person; and 
(3) would not be living in the unit except to provide the necessary 
supportive services.  See the Code of Federal Regulations Title 24, Part 
5.403 and the HOPWA Grantee Oversight Resource Guide for additional 
reference. 

Master Leasing: Applies to a nonprofit or public agency that leases units 
of housing (scattered-sites or entire buildings) from a landlord, and 
subleases the units to homeless or low-income tenants. By assuming the 
tenancy burden, the agency facilitates housing of clients who may not be 
able to maintain a lease on their own due to poor credit, evictions, or lack 
of sufficient income. 
 
Operating Costs:  Applies to facility-based housing only, for facilities 
that are currently open.  Operating costs can include day-to-day housing 
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function and operation costs like utilities, maintenance, equipment, 
insurance, security, furnishings, supplies and salary for staff costs directly 
related to the housing project but not staff costs for delivering services.   
 
Outcome:  The degree to which the HOPWA assisted household has been 
enabled to establish or maintain a stable living environment in housing that 
is safe, decent, and sanitary, (per the regulations at 24 CFR 574.310(b)) 
and to reduce the risks of homelessness, and improve access to HIV 
treatment and other health care and support.   
 
Output:  The number of units of housing or households that receive

Permanent Housing Placement:  A supportive housing service that helps 
establish the household in the housing unit, including but not limited to 
reasonable costs for security deposits not to exceed two months of rent 
costs.

The Long Island region continues to have the highest number of cumulative cases of AIDS among all suburban metropolitan 
statistical areas. As of Dec. 31, 2014, there were 6,161 presumed living AIDS cases in Nassau and Suffolk Counties. This 
region is the recipient of funding through Ryan White Part A funding through HRSA. Approximately $5.6 million in Part A 
funds are distributed annually to CBO’s and hospitals to reimburse for core medical and essential support services that  
increase access and maintain individuals living with HIV/AIDS in care. Part A funding supports programs such as   
outpatient ambulatory medical care, mental health services, oral health care, medical nutrition therapy, medical 
transportation, medical case management, legal services, substance abuse services and early intervention services. The New 
York State Department of Health AIDS Institute supports ADAP, ADAP+ and Homecare by funding programs in the 
region through Part B. None of these funds are used for the creation of housing. 

 
Working with United Way of Long Island as our sponsor, and with the 34 member Nassau-Suffolk HIV Health Services 
Planning Council, the Town of Islip has conducted a needs assessment of housing and support services for Long Island. 
Together, we have determined that while funding for services is also not adequate to the need, the lack of actual housing is 
a problem that cannot be addressed with the available funds. Recent surveys and public hearings targeting HIV infected 
individuals have indicated that housing and transportation are the two most frequently cited problems for this population. 

 
It was decided, therefore, that the HOPWA funds in Nassau/Suffolk counties would be used only for “bricks and mortar”, 
and that agencies accepted for funding would link their clients to services provided with other sources of funding. At a 
March 11, 2015 meeting of the Nassau/Suffolk HIV/Health Services Planning Council, this policy was reaffirmed. 

 
United Way of Long Island places an ad in Newsday (Long Island’s largest newspaper) announcing each RFP and sends 
applications to every member of the Nassau-Suffolk HIV Planning Council. This outreach includes all of Long Island, not 
just the Town of Islip. It is our intention, if at all possible, to locate our projects in municipalities not recently assisted with 
earlier funds and in communities not already highly impacted by other special needs housing. Any organizations that 
approach the Town of Islip regarding HOPWA will be referred to United Way and the United Way web site where a copy 
of the current RFP’s are posted. 

 
Since the Town of Islip was designated as the recipient of all program funds for the Nassau/Suffolk MSA in 1993, a total of 
65 projects (92 units) have been undertaken, 59 of the projects are complete (76 units), and 6 projects remain underway (6 
units) . Many of the projects, however, have now exceeded their mandatory 10 year commitment of the program. A total of 
10 projects (22 units) out of 23 projects (33 units), servicing approximately 62 people, are still operating as housing for 
HIV/AIDS after the 10 year period. These units are no longer subject to reporting requirements, but because they continue 
to provide HIV/AIDS housing we call them legacy projects. For this reporting period, the HOPWA program has decided to 
fund projects that are outside of the 10-year commitment and re-enroll the projects into another 10 year commitment with 
additional rehabilitation funding. The six (6) previously reported Preservation projects (10 units servicing 12 people) are 
now complete.  This accounts for 35 completed projects being reported within the program.

The Long Island region is a large, diverse suburban area directly adjacent to New York City, the epicenter of the AIDS 
epidemic in the United States. Long Island’s (defined as the counties of Nassau and Suffolk) population of 
approximately 2.8 million is highly diverse with respect to factors such as age, income, education, race, ethnicity, and 
language and constitutes 15% of the entire population of the State of New York . 

 
The Nassau Suffolk region comprises the entire eastern portion of Long Island, an area approximately 100 miles long 
and averaging 12 miles wide. Its proximity to one of the largest and most diverse cities in the world influences the 
region’s population, culture, transportation and housing patterns, and brings to it many of the city’s problems. Major 
issues that influence the region’s health care delivery system include the extreme shortage of affordable housing, 
inadequate public transportation and the presence of poverty pockets within areas of relative affluence. The Long 
Island region continues to have the highest number of cumulative cases of AIDS among all suburban metropolitan 
statistical areas nationwide. While the proximity of the region to New York City, the epicenter of the epidemic, is 
noteworthy, Long Island possesses demographic characteristics, which increase the opportunity for HIV transmission. 
Problems of drug use, prostitution and homelessness as well as the scarcity of day and residential substance treatment 
contribute to the rise in incidence of HIV infection among all groups, but especially among women and injection drug 
users. 

 
Housing on Long Island 

 
Housing for persons living with AIDS in the region is an ongoing problem. Planning a continuum of housing for the 
HIV infected is complicated by the high cost of living in Nassau and Suffolk Counties and the scarcity of affordable 
houses and apartments. The region has the highest housing costs in New York State and has the most expensive 
residential units in the nation. A study by the National Low Income Housing Coalition in Washington, D.C. that was 
released in mid-September, 1997, reported that minim wage earners in the region would have to work 129 hours a 
week for 52 weeks a year to afford the typical rent on a two bedroom apartment, making the Nassau-Suffolk region the 
work nationwide. 

 
Compounding this high housing cost, housing entitlements have not kept pace with the cost of living. In a region where 
it is difficult to rent a studio apartment for less than $1000 per month, the maximum monthly public assistance 
allowance for an HIV positive single person is $556. Currently, the fair market rent in both Nassau and Suffolk 
Counties is $1,014/month for a studio, $1,285 for a 1 bedroom, $1,583 for a 2 bedroom, $2,058 for a 3 bedroom, and 
$2,370 for a 4 bedroom apartment. The report cited above found that Nassau and Suffolk counties are among the 10 
least affordable counties to live in the U.S., and the 5th most expensive metropolitan area in the country, and 56% of the 
renters in the region can’t afford a two-bedroom apartment and 44% cannot afford a one-bedroom apartment.

Given the aforementioned climate for housing development, developing/locating housing for people with HIV/AIDS is a 
near impossible task. The Long Island region is indeed fortunate to have access to HOPWA funds from HUD. 
Because of the immense scarcity of housing (especially for people with AIDS) in the region, a conscious decision was made by 
the Town of Islip’s Community Development Agency to target all HOPWA housing dollars solely for the purchase and/or 
renovation of housing units. The specific objectives of the grant administrators were to develop housing units: no ancillary 
housing services are solicited for the funding. HIV/AIDS care services are provided by the not for profit Agencies solely, or in 
conjunction with contracted HIV/AIDS care providers. 
For fiscal year 2014, AIDS housing agencies have been awarded grants and both are also continuing development of 
previously funded housing for persons living with HIV/AIDS. The agencies and their primary HOPWA project location by 
zip code are:
